THE NORTH AMERICAN GUILD OF CHANGE RINGERS CONSTITUTION

Name
The associanon shall be called the North American Guild of Change Ringers (herein called the Guild).

Purpose

The Guild shall:
2.1 seek w mprove communication among ringers in North Amenca:
2.2 seek W improve their standard of ringing:
2.3 seek w improve their contacts with ringers outside North America;
2.4 seek w extend the appreciation of change ringing among the general public;
2.5 abide by the rules of the Central Council of Church Bell Ringers.

Membership

Membership in the Guild shall be open to all who support the purposes of the Guild. Resident
Membership is open to ningers residing in North America who are sponsored by a Resident Member
currently in good standing; other members residing in North America shall be Associate Members.
Members not residing in North America shall be Non-Resident Life Members., The Guild may also
¢lect Honorary Life Members who shall enjov all the rights and privileges of Resident Members.

Dues

Membership in the Guild is contingent on payment of dues. Dues shall be set as provided for in the
By-Laws. Honorary Life Members shall not be required to pay dues.

Officers

The Officers of the Guild shall be a President, a Treasurer, a Secretary, a Newsletter Editor, a Peal
Secretary, an Education Officer, and a Public Relanions Officer. All Officers must be and have been

Resident Members of the Guild for a minimum of two (2) years continuously and immediately pnor to
standing for election. Officers shall be elected for one vear terms. [f an Office falls vacant, the

Execunve Commuarttee shall fill the vacancy by appointng a Resident Member to serve until the next
¢lectnon.

Committees

There shall be an Executive Committee consisting of the Officers of the Guild. Other committees may
be formed by the Executive Committee or by a General Meeting as necessary.

General Meetings

There shall be at least one General Meeting of the Guild each year (herein called the AGM) w be held
alternately in the various ringing areas of the Guild. Anyone may attend a General Meeting, but only

Resident Members may vote.
